Hello Friends for Fun, Safety and Knowledge,

Another riding season is upon us finally!!'!! And, if you haven’t done so already, it is time to get our rides ready
for the season. Chapter B had a “Service Your Bike” session at Russ and Laurie’s “dinky little garage” on May
17", complete with a burger burn and potluck. It was a good opportunity to get those bikes checked over and
serviced for the season. We did some fluids changes (Oil, Brake & Clutch Fluid, Rear Drive, and Coolant), and
filters (Air & Qil) and a rear tire. It was a good opportunity to learn more and/or share knowledge with others.
We were not equipped to service muffler bearings or blinker fluid, those are items will need to be taken care of
on your own...

It is also the time of year to take the opportunity to get yourself “serviced up” and get the cobwebs’ shaken out
of your riding skills. Some members of Chapter B have recently completed or refreshed the Co-Rider Seminar.
They learned there is more to riding the back seat than just sitting there, taking a nap or reading. LOL

They found out about checking and PREPARING the bike before a ride (T-Clock), COMMUNICATION,
RIDING SKILLS and EMERGENCY ACTION (what if).

They also learned that a good massage can help their Rider “CONCENTRATE and STAY SHARP”.

Some members have also recently spent some time getting in some PLP (Parking Lot Practice) in preparation
for an upcoming ERC (Experienced Rider Course) on May 31%. These are good opportunities to “tune and
adjust” your riding skills.

Chapter B also recently had a CPR/1°" Aid class to help them be prepared in case of an emergency. lItis not a
matter of if you will need these skills........ but when. Did you know that you are more likely to use these skills
for a loved one than a stranger? Who will you save?

The reason that | am filling you in on these activities is that | would like to know what your Chapter is doing for
training. Do you need assistance in getting these activities going???

You should also take this opportunity to get your emergency info sheet updated. Do you have any prescription
or health related changes?

May is also Motorist Awareness Month . We as “Riders” need to “Ride Aware”.  Unfortunately, with winter
most motorcycles are parked and the motorist’'s are not accustomed to seeing us on the road. We have to be
prepared for them to “NOT SEE US". We can also help them to see us by how we ride, what we wear and by
how we customize and accessorize our rides (safety chrome | lights , and modulators ). When we are
approached by the “admiring public” that we seem to attract, it is a good opportunity to take a few minutes to
visit with them and talk about our bikes and why we ride. Question them about things that may help them
notice and see us . Ask if they have a family member or friend that rides. It will help them to connect with us
and be more conscious with their actions when they are driving. A few minutes invested this way may help to




save yourself or a fellow rider from a crash. The words most often heard after a crash are, “I DIDN'T SEE
HIM”, which could and should be interpreted as “I WASN'T LOOKING FOR HIM ".

Due to the current and unrelenting daily increases in our fuel prices we are seeing a daily increase in the
numbers of motorcycles on the road. Many are the little “gas miser scooters” and many of these are being
operated by people that have had little/or most likely, no training or gear. If you see something “WRONG” with
the way they are “doing it” please take the opportunity to educate them in a “non-threatening” way.

With these riders on the road the number of wrecks is increasing. Let’s all do our best to not join them in be a
statistic and.......

GWRRA has thousands of members worldwide, and keeping the contact information curesety member
is a daunting task. Over the years, GWRRA has tried a number of methods, but athehieof easy,
affordable internet access to the masses, GWRRA has gone almos#letlignic. In Chapter WA-L, my
home Chapter, the majority of our members receive their monthly newslettenaila@vent notices via email,
and Chapter membership lists and updates via email. Sure, we still have hard cdbasefovho don't use
computers, but they are certainly in the minority today.

One major advantage to this system is the cost savings. We used to print outersvesidtmail them. We
worked hard to keep costs to a minimum, with newsletters that never exceeded tha ¢ost diass stamp.
But even so, the annual postage expenses would exceed $300-$400 per year. That's quitel@chit on a
Chapter budget without local dues.

So today we depend on email and the internet to keep in touch with members. But memUdszsrnagsigned
a responsibility to keep their own information current, even if they never receiveffiaial” notice of that
responsibility. GWRRA doesn’t mail out reminders that your membershipng tmiexpire, and they aren’t
going to come looking for you if your mail fails to get delivered to the rgldress. You'll miss the Wing
World Magazine for sure... heck, that’s the reason some people joined GWRRA — jush® meagazine.
And your Chapter will miss you!

So, what are your responsibilities as a member? What do you need to do to keep youmtorntetion
current? What do you do if your email address changes; if you move; or if yagecy@ur phone number?

A few might feelhlegtadre being
inconvenience but we really are trying to make sure their private informasecuse and accurate.”

Many Chapters are managing their own membership lists, and have profilesafonésobers to fill out. These
help keep local phone trees and email distribution lists current. But local nwtifidaes not affect or update
the national membership lists. Only you can keep your information current.
